
Your COVID-19 
Vaccination Choice 
while Pregnant
The American College of Obstetricians and 
Gynecologists recommends that pregnant 
individuals be vaccinated against COVID-19. 
Vaccination helps protect you and may help 
protect your newborn against COVID-19 infection.

If you have questions, talk with your obstetrician–
gynecologist about COVID-19 vaccination. Pregnant 
people across the country have chosen to get 
vaccinated, and the evidence so far shows the 
vaccines are safe during pregnancy. If you choose to 
get vaccinated, your risk of becoming severely ill with 
COVID-19 is likely very low. Pregnancy increases 
the risk of severe complications associated with 
COVID-19, including the need for intensive care, 
ventilation to help with breathing, and death.
